This paper provides an overview of research on both the long- and short-term economic impact of early care and education. Friedman reviews research on the long-term economic benefits that accrue from early childhood education. She also highlights research on short-term economic returns that result from the child care industry as a whole as well as increased and stable parental 

employment. She argues that both approaches are important and ends with practical applications and next steps.
